2009 Ontario Branch Annual Meeting





The 2009 Ontario Branch Annual Meeting was held in Cornwall, Ontario.  They had a very interesting car tour.  There were 14 barns open to visit as well as 2 cheese factories.  The tours were much enjoyed by all who attended.  The Annual Meeting was well attended.  The Master Breeder Awards were presented with Twinholme Farms Ltd from our county receiving an award.  The 4 winners of the Ontario Dairy Youth Award did presentations on their farms.  The speaker was Brian Van Dormal from CDN speaking about Genomics.  The following 5 resolutions were accepted and will be presented at the Holstein Canada Convention in British Columbia:





1. From Ontario County, Leeds/Grenville County, Lennox and Addington County Holstein Clubs.  Supported by Eastern Ontario, East-Central Ontario, West-Central Ontario and Western Ontario Holstein District Councils.


Whereas, the non milking senior yearling class at the Royal Winter Fair is a popular and widely respected class with thousands of Royal spectators eager to watch every year; and whereas, breeders and exhibitors continue to consistently exhibit in this class in significant numbers with large groups of well made, functionally correct animals; and whereas, many National Holstein show Junior Champions have been drawn from this class over recent years; and whereas, age at first breeding and calving is left to the discretion and individual management preference of breeders across Canada; and whereas, the requirements of large heifers to be clean and dairy in the same manner that all other heifer classes are is a Holstein Canada judging guidelines issue; and whereas, Holstein Canada directors are encouraged to focus on developing more markets for Holstein enthusiasts not less, 





Therefore be it resolved, that the Holstein Canada board of directors repeal their decision to eliminate the non milking senior yearling class at the Royal Winter Fair Holstein show until such a time when the Breeders and Exhibitors deem the class redundant.





2. From Leeds-Grenville County Holstein Club


Whereas, many Holstein breeders take great pride of the Canadian Purebred Holstein breed industry and our outstanding Canadian Holstein genetics; Whereas, the new format of the purebred papers no longer look professional nor appear to be an official document; Whereas, the new style of purebred papers have removed the location for classification results,





Therefore be it resolved that the Ontario Holstein Branch request Holstein Canada to redesign the purebred papers to reflect that they are an official certificate that Holstein Breeders can be proud of.  Additionally request Holstein Canada to allow a space for classification results similar to the previous official purebred papers.





3. From Prince Edward County Holstein Club


Whereas the classification program and classifiers are respected world-wide as an unbias means of dairy cattle evaluation; and Whereas Holstein Canada is proposing a mating program for breeders; and Whereas this is a duplication of services already available to a member; and Whereas this advise could lead to potential bias and confrontation in subsequent classifications;





Therefore be it resolved that Holstein Canada not pursue a mating program





4. From Stormont County Holstein Club


Whereas the general liability insurance for County Holstein Clubs under the Ontario Holstein Branch’s Commercial General Liability includes a $1,000,000 occurrence limit; and whereas the cost of increasing this liability to $2,000,000 would be a premium increase of approximately $1,000;





Therefore be it resolved that the Ontario Holstein Branch increase the Occurrence Liability Limit of the General Liability Insurance Policy to $2,000,000.





5. From Oxford County Holstein Club


Whereas, the decision to cancel the non milking senior yearling class at the Royal Winter Fair has been viewed to have been removed in an inappropriate manner, and whereas, the decision was made without a thorough investigation of the views of those involved, and whereas, the exhibitors and breeders are the foundation for the shows it is important that their feedback be considered.





Therefore be it resolved that we request the Holstein Canada Board of directors review the process and protocols for the making of major decisions and be it also resolved that the board seek more information and direction from the membership prior to implementing these decisions.
