AGRICULTURE 
There are about 2200 farms on the Island
There is about 230 dairy farms &  the average herd size is 60; the largest being 280 head
There are 227 milk producers, about 180 producers register cattle regularly
P.E.I. makes up about 1% to 2% of Holstein Canada’s memberships 
There are 4 Ayrshire herds, 2 Jersey herds and 1 Milking Shorthorn herd
Last round there were 30 new excellents, and 22 multiple excellents
P.E.I. has the highest conformation on the genetic herd reports issued by the  Canadian Dairy 
Network (CDN)
1 kg of quota is worth approximately $30,000
16% of farms are Dairy , 35% of farms are Beef operations, the average cow/calf herd is 25 cows
57% of farms are potato
 Potatoes are P.E.I.’s primary cash crop & about 30% of Canada’s potatoes are grown in P.E.I 
The farm cash receipts for 2006 show Potatoes $201 million, Dairy $63 million, Hogs $24 
million, and beef $20 million                                                                         

RESOURCES and INDUSTRY
The 3 primary industries are farming, tourism and the fi shery 
Crops grown are fruits and vegetables (apples, strawberries, blueberries, carrots, onions, 
tomatoes) and cereal crops
U-pick’s are a common sight 
There are numerous factories that bottle, can and freeze food products
Fishermen catch herring, tuna, cod and mackerel 
Lobsters are fi shed in May and June or from mid August to October
Lobsters are sold for $5 to $7 per pound 
Clams, scallops, and mussels, and oysters are farmed (in underwater hatcheries)
P.E.I. produces 80% of Canada’s mussels
Irish moss (a seaweed) is harvested by pulling a rake along the rocks  and it is used to thicken 
ice cream, cheese and toothpaste
Gigantic windmills at North Cape produce some of the power for the Island 

WATER and the LAND 
It is the smallest province and is only 224 km long,  the Island ranges in width from 6 to 64 km
It is the most densely populated province & P.E.I. makes up 0.1% of Canada’s total land area
It is Canada’s most rural province, under 40% of people are urban
The Confederation Bridge opened in 1997 joins New Brunswick and PEI and is 13km long
Ferry boats travel from Nova Scotia to P.E.I. from May-Oct.
There are over 90 sandy beaches for swimming and boating
The soil is red because it has an abundance of iron oxide which “rusts” when exposed to air
The soil is course textured and sandy loam
There is no longer a railroad on the Island
The Northumberland Strait separates P.E.I. from N.B. and N.S.
138,100 live in P.E.I.,  the capital city is Charlottetown and the population there is about 39,000

Jacques Cartier discovered the island in 1534
The Island was named “Prince Edward” in honour of the father of Queen Victoria in 1799
P.E.I. became the seventh province in 1873  
Charlottetown is known as the birthplace of Canada, where leaders met in 1864 to discuss the 
formation of our country
The Island was the home of the Mi’kmaq (Micmac) 
About 75 percent are of Scottish and Irish origin

 50 million copies have been sold worldwide
A quarter of a million people visit the Green Gables site each year

Eastern Ontario dawned a beautiful 
spring day for the start of Jersey Canada’s 
AGM.

This young couple 
both work full-time and are developing an 
extensive fl ush program to build the genetics 
of their young herd.  Neil and Melanie’s 
farm was very nicely presented and had 
neighboring herds present displaying 
cattle including Maplevale Jerseys (Terry 
& Tara Creighton) and Kingsdale Jersey 
(Steve and Peggy Holmes).  These two 
herds brought out some very impressive 
young stock!!

Our next stop was to the well known 
Jarrell family’s RJ Farms.  RJ is a strong 
seasoned 4-H family and all the family 
members are involved on the farm.  The 
Jarrell family served lunch in fi ne style 
to over 150 people.  Highlights at this 
stop included seeing RJF Remake Belle 

and Becky and the 2006 All-Canadian Sr. 
Calf,  Huronia RBR Bree and the 2006 
All-Canadian Milking Yearling, Avonlea 
Mischief’s Magnolia.

Onward to our next stop--Hollylane 
Jerseys (Roger Ray and Diane Jarrell-Ray).  
This couple, who have a Jersey resume a 
mile long, provided an exceptional display 
for the tour with impressive cow after 
impressive cow!

Sorting quickly through fi fty- 
two heifers with fi ve outstanding individuals for the 
fi nal lineup, Judge York noted he enjoyed judging 
a strong heifer show.   The fi nal call came to the 
winning Senior Yearlings with Benner Champion 
Raquel, owned by Benner Holsteins & Lampada.  
Height at the shoulder, dairyness and length 
throughout carrying her over Roswitha Exhibit 
Willow, owned by Roswitha Holsteins, in class and for 
Champion.  “These heifers have endured one more 
year and are looking as good as they can for this time 
of year”, said Rod.  Honorable Mention was awarded 
to Summer Yearling, Brainwave Dundee Magic, 
owned by Lakefi eld Farms, Rainyridge Holsteins 
and Ravenbrook Holsteins, who was described by 
Judge York as” a nice individual with a lot of balance, 
walking on a clean set of legs”.
